(i) Has received at least 3 years of continuous education, and is currently enrolled as a full-time student, in a
secondary school in Hong Kong;

(iii) Has obtained at least 7 subjects at Grade A or Grade 5+ (in one sitting) in the Hong Kong Certificate of
Education Examination (HKCEE), or at Grade A* or A (in one sitting) in the International General Certificate of
Secondary Education (IGCSE), or a score of 2100 or above in SAT I, or a score of 30 or above in ACT; and

(iv)  Admitted by an accredited 4-year US college as a freshman for the first time in the fall 2011.
